Quarter 1

72 non-RMAP incidents were recorded in this period, 54 of which were in Doncaster Schools and
were dealt with intemally by school staff. 13 incidents were reported through DMBC's FLAG team
(racist graffiti) and all were removed. 5 incidents were reported through the Central and East SNT's
(4 Central, 1 East). Of the 72 incidents reported, only 1 has not yet been recorded as receiving
further action. This is due to the incident being very recently reported and agencies awaiting a
response from SYP re. investigation findings before actions can be pursued.

Quarter 2

28 non-RMAP incidents were recorded in this period, 13 of which were in Doncaster Schobls and
all were dealt with internally by school staff. 10 incidents were reported through DMBC's FLAG
team (racist graffiti) and all were removed. 4 incidents were reported through the Central SNT (all
were actioned) and 1 through the West SNT, which was not actioned, as the complainant did not
want to pursue. Therefore, of the 33 incidents reported, only 1 did not receive further action at the
complainant’s request.

Quarter 3

72 non-RMAP incidents were recorded in this period, 55 of which were in Doncaster Schools and
all were dealt with internally by school staff. 16 incidents were reported through DMBC's FLAG
team (racist graffit) and all were removed. 1 incident was reported through the CC Online system
for the West area and was actioned at a neighbourhood level, without the need for a RI Form and
referral to be completed. Therefore, all 72 incidents in this quarter have received further action.

Quarter 4

109 non-RMAP incidents were recorded in this period, 91 of which were in Doncaster Schools and
all were dealt with internally by school staff. 16 incidents were reported through DMBC's FLAG team
(racist graffit) and all were removed. 2 incidents were reported through the CC Online system for
the Central area and were actioned at a neighbourhood level, without the need for a Rl Form and
referral to be completed. Therefore, all 109 incidents in this quarter have received further action.
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
