FEE STATUS ASSESSMENT

The fee status of each applicant is determined when we receive a new application. Those regarded as ‘overseas’ and eligible to pay at the higher tuition fee rate are advised accordingly before registration. The Admissions Office will request any further information required to complete an assessment. However the college reserves the right to reassess and rescind home fees status if any further information later comes to light.

The regulations are too extensive to list here but in general terms there are two criteria, which must both be satisfied for a student to be regarded as ‘home’ for fee purposes. These are broadly:

a) having ‘settled status’ in the UK (British/EU citizenship or Indefinite Leave to Remain in the UK satisfies this)

and

b) being ordinarily resident in the UK/EU for three years prior to 1st September in the year that the student commences the degree programme. Residence must be for reasons other than education.

Those who have formally requested asylum in the UK are regarded as ‘overseas’ until their case has been approved at which time they may be reassessed.

Special provision exists under the regulations applicable to:

· EEA Migrant Workers and their immediate families

· those who can satisfy the college that a recent absence relating to criterion b) is temporary

· those with Exceptional Leave to Remain after an asylum application

· EU nationals who have been resident in the EEA

Marriage to a UK/EU national does not automatically give a right to assessment as a ‘home’ student for fees. 

Completion of three years’ residency part way through a course does not entitle the student to reassessment at that point – residency must be before the course starts.

This sheet is only a very brief introductory guide. For advice on individual cases please make an appointment to discuss your situation with the Admissions Officer. Please ensure that you bring with you your passport showing any stamps, any letters from the UK Home Office/Immigration and any other documents that may help to establish residency.

A guidance leaflet is available from the Admissions Office for students from countries that are expected to gain accession to the EU in the coming year.
